TRAINING FACILITY RENTAL AGREEMENT
The Merrimac Dog Training Club, Inc. (referred to hereafter also as MDTC or the Landlord) is housed in a 10,000 square foot facility that fully supports classes, run-throughs, seminars and trials.  With room for three regulation-sized AKC obedience rings, this facility has wall-to-wall shock-absorbent flooring along with air conditioning and heating that allows for multi-purpose, year-round use.  It is available for rent by other clubs for dog-related events at a reasonable rate.  Obedience, agility, conformation, special events, club meetings, seminars and workshops are easily accommodated in this building.  (Note: Weight pulling events are excluded.) Added features are a kitchenette, exhibitor crating space, dog exercise areas, parking close to the building and motels accepting dogs within ten minutes driving time.  In general, rental periods are limited to weekends to avoid conflicts with MDTC training classes, with the facility becoming available at 4:00pm the evening before the first day of the rental period and ending by 6:00pm of the last day of the rental period.

RENTAL PROCEDURE: Contact MDTC Rental Coordinator to check on availability and to request a Rental Agreement form.  Complete and return the Rental Agreement along with a holding deposit and Certificate of Insurance (see Tenant Responsibilities, item (a) below) to secure the requested date(s).  All rentals must be approved by the MDTC Board.  Please allow 60 days for a rental application to be processed (the Board only meets once a month and will not consider rental issues except at regular meetings).  Balance of rental amount and a separate check for the refundable security deposit are due in full two weeks prior to the start date of the rental period.  If event is canceled by the applicant at least 14 days before the start date, the rental amount will be refunded in full.  If cancelation is received by MDTC less than 14 days before the start date, the rental amount minus the holding deposit will be refunded. If the facility becomes unusable through any unforeseen or unavoidable occurrence, all payments will be returned in full, but the landlord shall not be held responsible for additional expenses incurred by the tenant.

Rental Terms

MDTC Training Facility and attendant parking is located at 15 Newsome Place, Hampton, Virginia.

Rental Options (check one):
a. ___Full Facility: Full day using basic MDTC obedience equipment (ring gates, jumps, steward tables).  Rate = $300 per day.

b. ___Full Facility: Full day using MDTC AKC agility equipment (ring gates, jumps, contacts, tunnels with holders, landing mats, weaves.)  Rate = $350 per day.

The holding deposit counts as part of the daily rental rate.  The security deposit covers any cleaning by MDTC if the Tenant fails to maintain the property in as good a condition as it was upon rental.  If no such additional cleaning is required, the security deposit will be refunded in full to the Tenant within ten business days of the end of the rental period.

LANDLORD RESPONSIBILITIES

Landlord agrees to provide:

a. Facility in existing condition (with heating and air conditioning) including kitchenette, adjacent parking, ring gates, for three AKC regulation rings, and selected equipment (either obedience or agility).

b. A building monitor at the beginning of the lease period to unlock the building and provide a key for the rental period (dumpster key is hanging near the front door), turn on utilities (and explain their use), make available minimal cleaning supplies, and inspect the building and selected equipment.

c. A building monitor at the end of the lease period to lock the building and retrieve the rental key, turn off utilities, and inspect the building and selected equipment.

TENANT RESPONSIBILITIES

Tenant provides/agrees to:

a. Save and hold the Landlord free and harmless from any claims for damages or injury, including death or injury to the person, dog or property of anyone resulting from or arising out of the use of said premises by Tenant or by the conduct of the Tenant's business therein, or any act or acts by Tenant, his agent, employees or invitees, and Tenant further agrees to provide proof of liability insurance (accompanying the signed Rental Agreement, naming the Landlord and Great Atlantic Real Estate as additional insured) in the minimum amount of $1,000,000.00 to protect the Landlord against any such claim.

b. Maintain this property in as good a condition as it was found.  Upon vacating the premises, Tenant will see that all property (including parking lot and dog exercise area) is cleaned up (trash picked up, fur and tracked dirt removed), deodorized if necessary and all trash removed to dumpster.  Ring gates and other equipment used will be returned to their pre-rental configuration.  Tenant will furnish all cleaning supplies other than those provided by the Landlord.  Failure to maintain property as stated will result in forfeiture of the security deposit.

c. Replacement cost to MDTC for any damaged or missing equipment.

d. Furnish any food for participants and all kitchen utensils, pots, pans, dishes, and supplies to be used in the serving of meals or snacks.

e. Ensure that all doors are kept closed when heating or air conditioning is in use.

f. Provide a Porta-Potty when more than 50 people will be in attendance.  (MDTC can provide local rental information.)

g. Table and chairs for participants if more are needed than those found in the building. Plastic or ground mats must be placed under any crates set up in the permanently matted section of the building.

RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF MDTC FACILITY

a. No dogs may be left unattended at any time in the building.
b. No parking in front of loading door or front door on right side of the building.
c. No overnight occupancy, parking or vehicle hook-ups are allowed.

d. No smoking in any indoor areas of the MDTC Training Facility.

e. No vendors except those approved by Landlord.

f. No use shall be made of the premises other than for those approved in the Rental Agreement.

g. No subletting or facility alterations are permitted.

h. No drugs or alcoholic beverages are permitted on the premises.

i. For conformation, all areas used for grooming must have the floor covered with protective plastic.

SIGNATURE BY THE TENANT IMPLIES ACCEPTANCE OF ALL TERMS AND CONDITIONS SET OUT ABOVE.  WHEN COMPLETED AND SIGNED BY THE TENANT AND ACCEPTED BY THE LANDLORD, THIS SHALL CONSTITUTE THE RENTAL AGREEMENT OR CONTRACT.  IN THE EVENT THAT BREACH OF ANY PORTION OF THIS CONTRACT CAUSES THE LANDLORD TO INCUR COSTS, THE TENANT AGREES TO PAY ALL SUCH COSTS INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEY FEES.
